Job Title: DIRECTOR OF YOUTH MINISTRY 

Job Summary: Part-time (hours are flexible except for Sundays).  Approximately 20 hours per week to include Sundays plus planning and prep time as required.  The Youth Director will be expected to attend youth group meetings (mostly Sunday afternoons), monthly Youth Committee meetings (usually evenings), and Youth Advisor team meetings (usually Sunday afternoons).

General Purpose of Position:
This is a position for someone interested in respecting time honored youth traditions, but understanding the need for transformative change to re-engage youth in emerging 21st century youth ministry.  This is not a ministry of quick fixes so the expectation is our Youth Director will look to be a part of this faith community for some time.  We are striving to make God real for our youth in this world we embrace.

Specific Responsibilities:
· Plan, develop, and implement curriculum for youth group fellowship on Sunday afternoons in collaboration with the Youth Council, Youth Advisors, and the Elder for Youth.
· Build personal relationships with the young people, sharing faith journeys and encouraging a welcoming environment, with consideration for re-engaging inactive youth.
· Plan, develop, and implement the aspects of a balanced youth ministry to include Middle and High School students in the areas of group building, worship, discipleship and mission  
· Develop volunteer plan to support Youth Ministry to ensure adequate volunteer support and adult to youth ratios and volunteer relations with youth.
· Coordinate and attend special youth events such as retreats, service projects, lock-ins, Presbytery activities, summer youth conferences, and mission trips.
· Partner with other churches, Presbytery and PC(USA) to encourage and support youth events
· Monitor youth participation and manage the youth ministry budget
· Communicate in a timely manner and as effectively as possible using all available resources (Facebook, email, website, Instagram, Twitter, etc.)
· Ensure that the Child Protection Policy is observed in all youth ministry settings
· Professional development and networking is encouraged to remain informed of emerging youth ministry concepts

Required Qualifications:
· Demonstrated beliefs and practices within the Protestant Christian faith,  with distinct preference for PC(USA) candidates
· Ability to invest in, and affiliate with, our congregation through regular worship attendance and development of connections here. 
· Demonstrated successful experience and enjoyment in working with middle and high school youth
· Self-motivated and committed to church ministry and personal relations with Jesus Christ
· Ability to relate to youth and their parents;  gifted in Youth Ministry 
· Effective communicator and organizer who can recruit and delegate as the situation demands
· Willing to learn and receive additional training to increase competence
· Demonstrated success and ability to work collegially with church staff, sharing information and collaborative planning and pastoral concerns as well as be responsive to supervision
· Demonstrated excellence with daily prioritization and organizational skills
· Demonstrated success and ability to facilitate, plan, and share in leadership with volunteers 
· Salary commensurate with experience and training.  
· Candidates will allow permission for criminal background checks.
· Ordination is not required, nor should it bar an applicant
· Members of Clemmons Presbyterian shall not be considered
· Must be at least 21 years of age
· Successful candidates must consent to and pass a criminal background check.
