Assistant Director of Faith Formation (Part-Time)
Job Description 

The goal of Faith Formation at FPC is to provide all our young disciples a safe place to explore their faith in God, practice what they are learning, and experience a welcoming, supportive Christian community. Creating this position will help FPCG prioritize and realize this goal of supporting our younger members of the congregation who are truly the present and future of the church. 
Responsibilities of a part-time Assistant
· Be an ambassador of First Presbyterian Church Gastonia, seeking to share the love, peace, kindness and justice of Christ both within the walls of the church and in the greater world.
· Assist the Director of Faith Formation in planning, leading, and chaperoning middle and high school virtual and in-person youth group activities during the school year. These activities include Sunday Night Youth Group, weekend retreats, and local service projects.
· Assist the Director of Faith Formation in planning, leading, and chaperoning all summer events, such as the youth mission trip, Montreat and Massanetta Springs youth conferences, and assist with Vacation Bible School.
· Engage with youth and their families beyond church gatherings by assisting with Zoom gatherings and attending youth extra-curricular activities.
· Meet regularly with the Director of Faith Formation to reflect on current programs and ministry experiences and plan for future events, and provide assistance and resources as needed. 
Ideal candidates will possess:
· Strong verbal and written communication skills.
· Experience creating and/or leading youth Bible studies, Sunday School lessons, virtual meetings, contemplative practices, teambuilding exercises, group games, and group trips.
· A passion for fostering the continual faith formation of middle and high school youth.
· The flexibility to attend church events and extracurricular youth events at varying times throughout the week. 
· Strong creative muscles to help bring new programing, community-building, and faith formation ideas to the table. 
This position will be 10-15 hours a week during the school year with added hours in the summer. 
This position will not only provide our youth with more robust, creative, and engaging programing, but it will also provide them with a second consistent and supportive leader on which they can rely. Group management and safety requirements will be better handled among two leaders, and more time can be spent connecting and building relationships with youth outside of on-campus church activities. 
The Director of Faith Formation supervises this position.  Both the Director of Faith Formation and the Assistant Director of Faith Formation report to the Associate Minister.
