Worship

e Construct/design a yearly plan of worship themes, services, and events centered around sermon series, special
occasions, or specific seasons (Lent, Advent, etc.)

o Develop weekly worship services in conjunction with the organist and song leaders, Office Secretary, and
Licensed Lay Minister, as needed.

e Lead Sunday worship services, including the majority of the preaching and administration of the sacraments
(Lord’s Supper and Baptism)

e Lead/participate in worship at other special services (Christmas Eve, Maundy Thursday, etc.) as determined in
consultation with the Board of Church Life

e Develop and oversee the production of the weekly worship bulletin

Pastoral Care
e Visit hospital patients as appropriate and be responsible for arranging for a replacement when not available
e Coordinate visits of shut-ins and nursing home members in consultation with the Licensed Lay Minister
e Provide appropriate personal counseling and crisis assistance, as needed
e Provide care and counsel for occasions of marriage and performing weddings
e Provide care and counsel at the time of death and perform funerals and memorial services

Pastoral Leadership
e Pray and grow in relationship with God
e Help the lay leadership of United Church of Beloit seek, develop, and communicate God'’s vision for the
congregation
e  Work with the Church Officers and Church Boards to ensure church records and finances are properly kept
e Work with Church Boards and custodial staff to ensure that the church facility and grounds are maintained
e Provide administrative guidance for the church office and the church, in general

e Prepare for, attend, participate in the follow-through with the church board meetings as an ex officio board
member
